This shall be done in
consultation and cooperation withigieated Missouri Baptist Convention
representatives. All of the assooiadiare encouraged to give at least $100.00 each ye
to fund this ministry.

3. Continuing EducationA time of Continuing Education for Directors of Miens
will be planned and directed by the DOMison of the Missouri Baptist Convention
office with assistance from the Advisory Committdé Directors of Missions are
encouraged to participate in this time of studg allowship.

Greetings,
As you know, the State Fair Committee was askduity a recommendation to our DOM
Retreat in February. We are ready to make thamerendation....and want to share ahead of
time a little about the decision we will need tok®aa
The State Fair Committee would recommend a changeeiway we do “State Fair Ministry.”
We would recommend utilizing the same ministry fatmased by the Dakota Convention’s
ministry at Sturgis and at the Dakota State Fahis ministry is very evangelistically oriented.
It is based on a “Three-Minute Testimony” with ex@re who enters the tent. The incentive to
get folks into the tent we will try will be theipportunity to register for a home entertainment
center. We will be sharing much more about thibha retreat.
In the mean time, here are some considerations thibking about over the next couple of
weeks prior to our meeting:
1. It will take a real commitment of our associatidagprovide 8-12 volunteers per session.
2. It will take a real financial commitment from owsmciations. We will need to have
another $5,000.00 (give or take a few $$) to makeppen. We know we aren’t going
to get any money from the MBC and we know we argaihg to get any money from
NAMB.
3. The volunteers who come to work the tBfiST be trained and theMUST work the
way they have been trained. One issue which éas bddressed in the Dakotas is well-
intentioned volunteers who want to do the workhaf tent differently.....it is a real

distraction from what everyone else is trying to do

So, what makes the investment worthwhile? In tluegss tent, there has been an average of
about 1000 decisions for Christ each year. Theoza8tate Fair saw over 200 decisions this
past summer. According to Dakota Convention mgoabout 1 in 5 people who register will
make a decision to receive Christ.
